•	 Assembly Solar in Lennon was developed by Ranger Power and was developed from 
2018-2021. This 333.8 MW project produces enough electricity to power 54105 homes.

•	 Target, Ford, and General Motors have all gone solar in Michigan. Ford’s 2 MW project at 
their headquarters is one of the largest corporate projects in the state.

•	 At 34.6 MW, Demille Solar Farm in Lapeer is among the largest solar installations in 
Michigan. Completed by DTE Energy in 2017, this solar project has enough electric ca-
pacity to power more than 5608 homes.
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
