•	 Shaw Creek Solar in Aiken was developed by NextEra and came online in 2019. This 
108.6 MW project produces enough electricity to power 13146 homes.

•	 Solvay, Walmart, and Target have all gone solar in South Carolina. Solvay’s 81 MW project 
in Ridgeland is the largest corporate solar project in the state.

•	 At 105.9 MW, Palmetto Plains in Bowman is among the largest solar installations in 
South Carolina. Completed by Cypress Creek Renewables in 2019, this solar project has 
enough electric capacity to power more than 12819 homes.
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
